THE DAWNING

One of our scripture references in our Sunday school lesson recently was taken from Psalm 147. The
context referred to the Word of God and prayer. Psalm 147:1 says, “Praise the Lord. How good it is
to sing praises to our God, how pleasant and fitting to praise Him.” 1’ve been thinking a lot about
praising God lately in my prayer life. It seems that so often we go to God in prayer and we begin with
our litany of requests for healing, comfort, release from pain, financial security and a whole host of
other things that we deem necessary for our existence. Sometimes in the midst of our laundry list of
“needs” we throw in a quick thank you or a praise, but too often I think that we cry out for more bless-
ings for ourselves or those that we are praying for. I would like to challenge us all to offer more
praises in our prayers.

As with most of Paul’s letters to the churches, 1* Thessalonians has a verse that most of us learned
from an early age. Even if we didn’t memorize the verse, we took with us the meaning of verse 16 in
the 5™ chapter of the letter, and that is to “pray without ceasing.” But let’s look at the whole verse that

Paul wrote to this young church. The NIV says
it this way, “Be joyful always; pray continually,
give thanks in all circumstances, for this is God’s
will for you in Christ Jesus.” How hard is it to
always be joyful? Oh, we all have those perfect
days when everything is going just great and the
sun is shining and all is right in our little worlds.
Okay, on those days (which for some us seem
few and far between) we probably do our fair
share of praising and thanking God for his bless-
ings. But for most of us who live in the real
world, constant joy doesn’t seem to be a realistic
goal much of the time. The cranky boss, the
more bills than money, the nagging headache,
the car that won’t start and all the other nui-
sances that steal our joy seem to be overwhelm-
ingly present. Where is joy to be found in these
things? Then that pesky Paul goes on to com-
mand us to give thanks in all circumstances! If
you are like me, I just want to stomp my foot and
wag a finger at Paul and tell him that he has no
idea what my day has been like and his admon-
ishment for giving thanks in these circumstances
is just plain crazy!

But once I've taken a couple of deep, cleansing
breaths, I remember that this isn’t Paul’s will for
my life, but it is God’s will for my life in Jesus
Christ. Paul endured some pretty rough treat-
ment along the way of his ministry and still he
was able to write these words to encourage us.
We all have days when joy and praise just don’t
come naturally to us. We may find ourselves
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Odd?

Pastor and I have had to work a lot of extra
hours lately. Pastor is at work as I type this. It
is Saturday and because we went to the baseball
game last night (which we enjoyed) Pastor
didn’t get his sermon written. Pastor will be
writing it when he gets home from work. I too
have had to squeeze my chores into what little
daylight is left when I get home from these long
days at work. Do you want to know why we
have had to work these extra hours? It’s really
quite simple. We asked the Lord to provide.
Just as the entire country has been struggling to
make ends meet during this economic
“downturn,” so have your Pastor and I. When
we asked God to provide I don’t believe either
of us felt the proper answer was lots of
overtime. Neither one of us have any desire to
put any more on our crowded plate than is
already there. Yet, our wise God gave us lots of
overtime as His answer and lo and behold the
stress of our finances has eased — go figure.

I must say, I had hoped that God would have

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praying without ceasing, but it is because the boss won’t get off our backs or another bill is added to the pile or we just feel out
of sorts or we are praying for the car to start because we are already behind schedule. Paul is quite adept and articulate in telling
us what God’s will is for our lives, but remember he had a thorn in the flesh just like we all do. I’m sure he had some bad days
in his life when he couldn’t meet God’s expectations in his life anymore than you and I can. Thankfully we serve a God of grace
and mercy who allows “do-overs” each day. Each new day gives us the opportunity to look back at the day before and ask for
God’s forgiveness for not meeting his standards and then setting out for the new day with God’s encouragement and strength.
Thank heavens for the Holy Spirit’s constant presence with us.

So, yesterday was a bust, but today is a new day in God’s kingdom. We seek God’s forgiveness for our failures and shortcom-
ings and set out on a new course of trying to be joyful, praying without ceasing and giving thanks for all of our circumstances.
Hopefully we begin our new day with thanks and praise for God’s abundant mercy and forgiveness and then move on to asking
for God’s joy to be apparent in our hearts today. We start our morning prayers with praise and thanksgiving that we had a good
night’s rest and that we woke up this morning. We continue on with our praises for God’s love for us and his overflowing for-
giveness and then we add in all the personal things that he has blessed us with. That should give us a good start for the day! Per-
haps we’ll make it a little further on our journey of joy and prayerful praise today than we did yesterday. If not, we are coun-
seled to remember that Jesus came to give us not just life, but abundant life, and abundant life is consummated in our forgiveness
and our ability to start fresh again and again in spite of our circumstances. Being joyful, praying without ceasing and giving
thanks are indeed a part of the abundant life that we are promised, so let’s step up to God’s challenge for our lives and praise
him!

T am the one who seeks the mind of Christ just as long as
Christ’s mind doesn’t conflict with the thoughts of my mind.
When I see that in writing, I see that it is ridiculous, but it is
in fact a very good description of “me” and also of you. It all
boils down to a lack of trust. We don’t trust God to do what
He says. We don’t trust God to do it the correct way. Why is
that? It goes back to having the mind of Christ. And how do
we get the mind of Christ? It comes by the anointing of the
Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit has the mind of Christ — we
don’t. We are by nature fallen and therefore we are by nature
all about us. The Holy Spirit is all about God.

We as individuals and as a church should be seeking the Holy
Spirit daily. It should be at the top of our list of needs. We
are all mature enough to recognize that our desires are not
God’s desires and that we need the Spirit of God to voice the
desires of God in our prayers. While God is not dependent
upon us, He has chosen to use the prayers of His people to
bring about His will. Only by the Holy Spirit can we request
of God that which is His will. Only by the Holy Spirit can we
trust that the answer that God gives is perfect and wise when
it looks to be faulty and foolish. Only by the Holy Spirit can
we act on God’s answer when it requires action no matter the
difficulty that we experience in that action.

Before you read each chapter, ask the Holy Spirit to help you understand the passage and help you to listen with your heart. 1
would encourage you to keep a study journal and use these questions as a guide for your one-on-one time with God each day. If
you have a reference Bible or study Bible, you may want to look up the additional references that are listed for each passage.

Day 1: Read John 15
What types of emotions do you feel as you read about the crucifixion?
Write down how the Jesus’ death impacts you and what it tells you about God’s love?
Day 2: Read John 16
Reread verse 8. Why do you think the women reacted in this way? How would you have reacted and why?
What does “all the world” mean to you and how does God expect you to fulfill this command?
Day 3: Read Luke 1
Why do you think it was important to have John foretell of Christ’s coming? Do you see yourself as a “John”?
Do you find it difficult to give God the credit for the good things in your life? Are you eager to blame Him for the bad?
Day 4: Read Luke 2
Simeon and Anna had been anxiously waiting for the Messiah. When have you waited for God with joy and anticipation?
Do you think someone can be too young or too old to share Jesus with others?
Day 5: Read Luke 3
Reread verse 8. What does true “repentance” mean and what is the “fruit” of repentance?
When people hear you speak, do they know you are a son or daughter of God?
Day 6: Read Luke 4
The devil knows the Bible well. How well do you “know” your Bible?
How does Jesus resisting temptation encourage you when you are tempted?
Day 7: Read Luke 5
How willing are you to be obedient to Christ, even when He asks you to do something you have already tried?
Reread verse 16. List some reasons why it is important to experience alone time with God.
Day 8: Read Luke 6
Can you name someone you hate? List the things Jesus tells you to do for that person.
Do you condemn or judge others for behavior you see in your own life?
Day 9: Read Luke 7
Look up the word “faith” in a dictionary. What kind of faith and trust faith do you have in God’s abilities?
Reread verse 13. In what ways has Jesus shown compassion on you?
Day 10: Read Luke 8
How does it make you feel to be called Jesus’ mother and brothers? See verse 21.
How could Jesus fall asleep in the middle of a raging storm? Have you ever felt like He was asleep when you were
struggling?
Day 11: Read Luke 9
Why do you think Jesus didn’t want the disciples to take anything with them when He sent them out to preach (verse 3)?
Write out verses 23-25 and read them several times during the day today.
Day 12: Read Luke 10
Why do you think Jesus sent the disciples out in pairs?
How have you been a Good Samaritan? Does being a Good Samaritan require money and material things?
Day 13: Read Luke 11
Reread verse 13. How often do you ask God for the Holy Spirit?
Why was Jesus so angry with the Pharisees? Do you think God sometimes gets angry with you?
Day 14: Read Luke 12
What does being “rich toward God” mean in verse 21? See verses 33-34.
List the characteristics of a person who is ready to serve God as listed in verses 35-48.
Day 15: Read Luke 13
Why does Jesus liken the kingdom of heaven to a mustard seed and to yeast?
Since good works does not provide salvation, why are good works important?
Day 16: Read Luke 14
Look up the word “humility” in a dictionary. How can you practice humility as a Christian?
What is the price of discipleship? Is the price too high?

By what means were all the lost things found?

Do you relate to any of these lost things? How long did Jesus look for you before you were found?
Day 18: Read Luke 16

Reread verse 16. Can you justify yourself in front of a holy and righteous God?

Will God’s patience with mankind ever be exhausted? What does this fact encourage you to do?
Day 19: Read Luke 17

When was the last time you thanked God for washing away your sins? Thank Him today!

How will you know Jesus when He returns? How will you know those who are only claiming to be Him?
Day 20: Read Luke 18

Do you pray like the tax collector or the Pharisee? Is it wrong to pray in public?

If you leave everything to follow Christ, what will you have left? What reward will be yours in heaven?
Day 21: Read Luke 19

Zacchaeus was determined to see Jesus. When was the last time you “determined” to see God?

What resources and gifts has God given to you? How are using those resources and gifts?
Day 22: Read Luke 20

How can you have the same authority that Jesus did when he taught in the Temple?

The Pharisees continuously questioned Jesus’ authority. How have you questioned Jesus’ authority in your life?
Day 23: Read Luke 21

How can you “watch out so you are not deceived”? See verse 8 and verse 36.

In spite of all the adversity, Jesus continued to teach and preach. How can you persevere when everyone seems against you?
Day 24: Read Luke 22

What is the “new covenant” that Jesus spoke about and how does it differ from the old covenant?

Reread verses 31-32. Why does Satan want to “sift” you like wheat? What effect do Jesus’ prayers have on you?
Day 25: Read Luke 23

Why did Jesus remain silent when He was mocked? How difficult is it for you to remain silent when someone is harassing

you?

Jesus forgives even when you do not know you need forgiveness. How well do you forgive others?
Day 26: Read Luke 24

Reread verse 31. What event or events have happened to you that have opened your eyes to God?

How important is it to you that there were eyewitnesses to the account of Jesus’ death, burial and resurrection?
Day 27: Read John 1

Look again at verse 5. Why does the darkness not understand the Light?

How is Jesus the Son of God and the Lamb of God?
Day 28: Read John 2

Do you think Jesus was disrespectful to His mother? Why or why not?

Why did Mary tell the servants to do whatever Jesus told them? How did she know Jesus would take care of the situation?
Day 29: Read John 3

Write out verse 16 and 17. Substitute your name for “whoever” and “the world”.

How does personalizing these verses enlighten you about God’s love for you specifically?
Day 30: Read John 4

Would you have stopped and talked to the woman at the well? Why or why not?

What does it mean to be spiritually thirsty? How is Jesus “water” to you?
Day 31: Read John5

Why did Jesus ask “do you want to get well?”” Does that seem like a silly question to ask a sick person?

Reread verses 36-37. Why was Jesus’ testimony true? How does His testimony encourage you to testify for Him?

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We Believe. ..

The Bible: We believe that the Holy Bible is the Word of God and that in it He reveals Himself and speaks to us. We
believe that the scriptures are true, complete and reliable and sufficient to show us everything that we need to glorify God
and live in His presence forever.

God: We believe that there is one God and only one God who exists in three persons — the Father, the Son and the Holy
Spirit. These three persons are one God, all being equal in power and glory.

Humanity: Men and women, though created in God’s image and pronounced good as the pinnacle of creation and
created for a relationship with God, turned from God and rebelled against God. Since then, from our birth we are
inherently sinful; that is, we fall short of God’s perfect standard, stray from His ways and make ourselves the complete
opposite of what we were designed to be. This overwhelming condition of disobedience to God (sin) is not caused by
being born into a bad environment, but we create bad environments because we are born into sin.

Jesus Christ: God, the Son, came into our world in the person of Jesus. He lived and walked among us for some thirty
years, obeyed the heavenly Father perfectly, was without sin and bore God’s wrath when He died on the cross for our
sins. He rose from the grave on the third day as He had promised. Jesus has complete authority over all of God’s
creation and will return one day to gather His people and judge His enemies.

Salvation: We are saved from the penalty of sin, death, by the grace of God through our faith in Jesus Christ which was
completed through His death and resurrection. We can never get rid of our sin on our own or do anything to earn God’s
favor because we are sinful people. God punished out guilt through Christ and declared us not guilty by covering us
through the righteousness of Jesus Christ. In the words of Martin Luther, “Jesus accomplished the ‘great exchange’ by
taking our sin upon Himself and covering us in His own righteousness!” We are saved by looking to Jesus Christ to save
us.

Spiritual Growth and Discipleship: After coming to Christ as our Savior, God works in our lives to make us more and
more like Christ. The Holy Spirit comes to us and opens our minds to understand scripture and how they apply to our
lives. The Holy Spirit moves us to respond to God’s commands in obedience out of our love for Christ and His sacrifice
on our behalf. This is a life-long process which is never completed in our earthly lives, but through our growth and
discipleship, we are constantly being perfected.

The Future: At a time known only to God, Jesus will return to gather His people. The Christians who have died will
physically rise and those who are still living will join them and be radically transformed. Any sin that remains in our
lives at that time will be completely washed away and we will be perfectly glorious and will delight in the presence and
worship of God forever.
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
